Community Challenge Race Rules: 2011

· Teams shall consist of 4 unlicensed riders, one of whom is designated as captain and speaks for the team. 

· Entry fee is $250 per team that includes USA Cycling blanket insurance event coverage and strongly advised ad hoc coaching from those in local shops who know how to ride and/or what to look for in criterium racing. 

· Proceeds go to Krempels Center which has built a reputation for offering quality programs and services that contribute to new life after brain injury (www.krempelscenter.org). 

· This is a 25-minute mass start race. Field limit is 40 riders. Teams are scored in the order of each team member’s finish. 3 must finish. Each rider is scored by his or her exact order of finish. The LOWEST overall score wins. For example a team finishing 1, 2, 3 scores a perfect 6. 

· The race course is a 1K circuit. The final lap will begin at the 25th minute. The start/finish is at the North Church Steeple in one of America’s most historic and picturesque settings, Market Square, Portsmouth, NH. 

· Teams and sponsors are competing for the right to have their names engraved on a plaque, which will be on display at Portsmouth City Hall and the Portsmouth Brewery. 

· The winning team receives its own plaque. 

· We highly recommend that all bicycles pass a safety check done gratis at local bike shops. This race is for fun but riding in close quarters is serious business. No disc wheels. 

· Not everyone is racing to win and decorated bikes are welcome. 

· For safety reasons the officials have the final say. Changes to schedule and Challenge can be made by the officials at anytime. 

· No tandems and no trailers.
